with vital health education, nutritional consulting, and treatment strategies for an improved and 
extended quality of life.), mental health services for adults, residential treatment for substance 
abuse, shelter, substance abuse services, and welfare-to-work support services. Eligibility: Low 
income, resident of Los Angeles County. Fee: Some programs require nominal fee, depends on 
whether or not client has health insurance.
